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Immunogenicity of Bifidobacterium bifidum

Abstract After the oral administration of a large amount of Bifidobacterium bifidum for a long time
to the mice significant amounts of anti — B. bifidum antibody were detected in the serum. However
the antibody in the mice administrated with Salmonella sp. were detected to much higher level in a
short time. Furthermore in vitro test the optimal dose of B. bifidum to induce antibody production
by spleen lymphocyte was 20 times than that of Salmonella sp.. It was demonstrated that B. bi-
fidum was a weakly immunogenic antigen.
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
